You will need: 

• construction paper 

 • a sharpie marker or pen 

 • scissors 

 • glue stick 

1) Trace your hand shape onto construction paper. 

2) Cut the shape out and glue onto a different coloured piece of paper. 

3) Draw a rough grid of wavy lines across the page creating segments. 

4) Trace around the edge of the hand so it has an outline. 

5) Using a sharpie marker or pen, draw a different pattern in each segment. 

 

Music: 

You will need eight drinking straws, glue, scissors, ruler, a strip of card about 6cm by 

25cms and coloured pencils.  

1)Decorate one side of the card, and then glue the straws 1 ¼ cm apart, onto the 

undecorated side. Make sure the top of the straws are in line.  

2)Fold and glue the remaining card across the straws and then cut the longer ends 

so that each straw is slightly shorter than the one before.  

3)To play your pipes, point the straws downwards and blow gently across the top of 

them.
